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FROM COMMANDER CAMPO; The government
is preparing to issue new rules that will make it
substantially easier for veterans who have been
found to have post-traumatic stress disorder to
receive disability benefits for the illness, a change
that could affect hundreds of thousands of veterans
from the wars in Iraq, Afghanistan and Vietnam.
Under the new rule, which applies to veterans of
all wars, the department will grant compensation
to those with P.T.S.D. if they can simply show that
they served in a war zone and in a job consistent
with the events that they say caused their condi-
tions. They would not have to prove, for instance,
that they came under fire, served in a front-line
unit or saw a friend killed. The new rule would also
allow compensation for service members who had
good reason to fear traumatic events, known as
stressors, even if they did not actually experience

them.
